Description


Although classified as a mood disorder, bipolar disorder is characterized by disturbances in mood, behavior, cognition, and perception. A number of new medications have been studied in randomized control trials in various phases of bipolar disorder. Evidence of efficacy of mood stabilizing agents and atypical antipsychotics in treating different symptoms of bipolar disorder, will be presented. Similarly the available evidence of the efficacy of these agents in treating different phases of bipolar disorder will be discussed.
